Brian Hedlund of Hedlund Agency presented a PowerPoint presentation illustrating wellness program possibilities/advantages and the connections with the State of Wisconsin should the City of Phillips choose to provide this for the city employees.  The City’s health costs have exceeded its premiums two years in a row.  A Wellness program is one tool that could benefit the employees and the City.

Johnson/Hanish motioned to advertize for a temporary seasonal non-benefited equipment operator position when an opening occurs from retirement for the Public Works Department.

The motion carried on a voice vote of 5-0.  Council will review the decision after 5 months when the change in initiated.
Peterson/Hlavacek motioned to approve the application and policy for private land use for the city deer hunt as recommended by the Board of Public Works.  Carried.
Reinke/Hlavacek motioned to accept the revised Municipal Bond Schedule dated 10-10-2009 and the accompanying fee schedule to be included in the 2010 budget.  Carried.
