COUNCIL PROCEEDINGS

………of the Common Council of the City of Phillips at a regular meeting held in the Council Room of Municipal Hall on December 8th, 2009.

The meeting was called to order by Mayor Fahl at 7:00 p.m.  Those present included:

1st Aldermanic District:  Laddy Hlavacek and Jayson Reinke

2nd Aldermanic District:  Linda Johnson and Charles Peterson

3rd Aldermanic District:  Dorothy Hanish
City Attorney:  Bruce Marshall

Administration:  Mary M. Willett
Also present:  John Vlach, Becky Smith, David Sonntag, Bronson Thalacker and Michael Hauschild.

Following the opening of the meeting, Mayor Fahl held a Moment of Silence in memory of recently deceased councilman Frank Crepinsek.
Johnson/Hanish motioned to approve the minutes as presented for the November 10th and 19th, 2009 Council meetings.  Carried.

Johnson/Hanish motioned to approve the payment of vouchers in the total amount of $727,786.47 as recommended by the Personnel-Budget-Finance Committee.  The motion carried 4-1, with Councilman Jay Reinke opposing the motion.

Jayson Reinke motioned and Charles Peterson seconded the motion to approve the recommendation brought forward to the City of Phillips Common Council to change the zoning from R-1 (Residential) to C-1 (Commercial) for 1301 Pine Ridge Road (Lots 6, except the East 2 Feet thereof, of Ridgewood Terrace, a Subdivision located in Government Lot 9, Government Lot 11, and Government Lot 12, Section 7, Township 37, North Range 1 East. Price County, Wisconsin). The motion was carried unanimously.

Bruce Marshall introduced the “Failure to Supervise Minor Child Ordinance” as one more tool to prod parents to responsibly raise their children.  Dave Sonntag said that the ordinance it to target parents who continually do not take responsibility for their children’s actions.  The goal is to encourage a safe environment with structure.  Chief Sonntag added that State Representative Mary Williams will introduce similar legislation for parents who have children who are habitual offenders.
Mayor Fahl expressed concern that there was no language in the ordinance as presented to limit the enforcement of the ordinance to the parents of habitual violators – not first time offenders.
Chief Sonntag said he would prepare the new language and take to the Clerk’s Office.

Reinke/Peterson motioned to set the “Failure to Supervise Minor Child Ordinance” for public hearing during the January Council meeting.  Motion carried.
Johnson/Peterson motioned to lock the gates to the skate park at 10:00 p.m. until 7 a.m., 365 days a year as recommended by the Board of Public Works.  The gates can be opened and relocked as needed.  Chief Sonntag said that the snowplows need to plow out the gates and the locks freeze in the winter.  No vote was taken.
Johnson/Peterson motioned to table the previous motion and to return the issue of the skate park gates to the Board of Public Works.  Motion carried.

Johnson/Peterson motioned to approve the MSIP application for the one block of Arcade Street from Center to Elk.  Carried.

Ayres Associates has submitted the applications on behalf of the City of Phillips for the two intersections:  Princeton Valley Lane and Highway 13 and Fairway Drive and Highway 13.
Hlavacek/Hanish motioned to ratify the Municipal Bond Schedule for 2010.  The motion carried unanimously.

Reinke/Peterson approved the list of poll workers for 2010 as presented, with additional authority vested with the Clerk-Treasurer’s discretion to hire additional workers as needed.  Motion carried.  

2010 Poll Workers are as approved. Chief Election Inspectors: John Brown, Janice Potter, Jenny LaChance, and Deanna Hertlein.  Poll workers:  Joe Karpinski, Scott Holoubek, Patti Melby, Elsie Hanish, Jenny Myers, Kathy Schilling, Julie Anderson and Marjy Brzeskiewicz.

Laddy Hlavacek reported the next Ambulance meeting will be held the last week in January.

Jay Reinke reported the Library Board concluded a thorough walk-through inspection of the library building.
Linda Johnson reminded the Council of the parade/Winter Fest in Phillips the last week of January. 

City Attorney Bruce Marshall has received calls from the Yaniches (owners of Phillips Service Center) regarding problems with vehicle drive-thru on the property which is the abandoned Linden Street and now their property.  The City Police will be mounting a camera to provide information for the problem’s resolution.

Mr. Marshall stated he was meeting with Frank Dusek to finalize the lease for the Chapparals with the City of Phillips for their storage building on city land.
Meeting adjourned at 7:53 p.m.
