COUNCIL PROCEEDINGS

………of the Common Council of the City of Phillips at a regular meeting held in the Council Room of Municipal Hall on January 12, 2009.

The meeting was called to order by Mayor Fahl at 7:00 p.m.  Those present included:

1st Aldermanic District:  Laddy Hlavacek and Jayson Reinke

2nd Aldermanic District:  Linda Johnson

3rd Aldermanic District:  Dorothy Hanish
City Attorney:  Bruce Marshall

Deputy Clerk/Treasurer:  Barb Revak
Also present:  Becky Smith, David Sonntag, Bronson Thalacker and Michael Hauschild.

Hlavacek/Reinke motioned to approve the council minutes with correction of “last week in January” for the December 8th, and the December 16th meeting as presented.  Carried.

Discussion on Ayres Associates Bill for Campground.  Jay wanted to know who authorized it.  Jeff doesn’t remember approving any campground projects.  Linda stated it may have been done for the grant.  Deputy Revak stated Mary was questioned on the bill and was told it was legit.  Mary did need to have it done before going forward on any grant.

Reinke/Johnson motioned to approve the payment of vouchers in the total amount of $497,138.45 as recommended by the Personnel-Budget-Finance Committee. Carried 3-1 Hlavacek apposed.
Johnson/Hanish motioned to adopt Resolution #1116 as follows:

Resolution #1116
2009 Budget Adjustments
BE IT RESOLVED that an amendment to Year 2009 City Budget for the City of Phillips is needed to accommodate expenditures and revenues in Year 2009 City Budget.

BE IT RESOLVED by the Common Council of the City of Phillips as follows:

Increase line item 100-00-46710-000-000 Library Collections by $3,653.63;

Increase line item 100-00-55110-401-000 Library Operating Expense $3,653.63.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the Common Council of the City of Phillips that the overall Schedule of Expenditures would be adjusted corresponding to the budget line items as presented.
 “Failure to Supervise Minor Child Ordinance” new language was discussed.
Hanish/Hlavacek motioned to set the “Failure to Supervise Minor Child Ordinance” with language change for public hearing during the February Council meeting.  Motion carried.
Board of Public Works recommended the Skate Park gate be left open between December 1 and April 1 otherwise it is to remain locked.  After some discussion it was decided to use the same dates as off street parking.
Reinke/Johnson motioned to keep the Skate Park gate open between Nov 1 and April 30 otherwise locked.  Carried
Log Jam Festival Parking was discussed.  It was decided that all the location were OK but they should use the area by the Phillips Chamber Building as a last resort.  Joe France will be using organizations to police the parking lots and the city will be compensated for the use of the land.  Joe talked to Georgia Pacific and was told they could use the parking lot but the money should go to the City.

Johnson/Hlavacek motioned to approve parking areas:  beach area, shamrock field, field by the white goods building and using the land by the Chamber building as a last resort.  Carried
Bruce gave his opinion on legal status of switching Auditors.  Mary signed the agreement from Engelson’s and Associates but did she have approval.  Did she need approval?  Need to find out what has been done in the past.

Reinke/Hanish motioned not to approve contract as sign by Mary Willett unless it is brought down to local area Audit price of $15,000.  If not willing ask for release?  Carried
Hanish/Hlavacek motioned if Engelson & Associates contract can be canceled the Clerk/Treasurer has authority to contact Lynn Lutz with approval from City Attorney and the contract as detailed in e-mail dated 1/6/10.  Carried
Clerk/Treasurer job description will be review further next month.

City e-mail addresses.  Mayor Fahl proposed changing the city e-mail addresses to cityofphillips.com.  We do get 4 free ones from pctc.

Johnson/Hanish motioned to approve new e-mail addresses.  Carried 3-1 apposed Reinke.
