The meeting was called to order by Mayor Fahl at 7:00 p.m.  Those present included:

Hlavacek/Hanish made a motion to open the Public Hearing at 7:02 pm.  Carried
Reinke/Hlavacek made a motion to close the Public Hearing at 7:05 pm.  Carried
Johnson/Hlavacek made a motion to adopt ordinance 9.26 with the correction of “amount of” added to the second offense.  Carried

During Public Comment Richard Kelnhofer wanted to let the Common Council know the he attended a meeting about the Price County Economic Development and was very impressed.  He wanted to let the Mayor know that he did a good job.

Reinke/Johnson motioned to approve the council minutes with for the January 12, 2010 meeting as presented.  Carried.

Johnson/Hanish motioned to approve the payment of vouchers in the total amount of $299,888.70 as recommended by the Personnel-Budget-Finance Committee. Carried
Phone call from Steve Kornetzke (Baird) was received at 7:15.  He explained to the Common Council the time line for the TID #4 loan for the Hwy 13 Business Park Access road.  The interest rate of 4/27% on a 15 year long term loan.  City will open bids on Feb 18th and get the information to him.  They are figuring a #1,145,000 G.O. bond issue.  It was made clear to Steve that is not combining of loans.  This will be a loan all by itself and paid for with TID funds.
Darin Baratka addressed the Common Council with concerns Phillips Plating has with the manganese in the water.  Bronson and Todd have been working with them a lot and it is believed to be in Well #5.  Plating doesn’t want to drill their own well and they are asking the city to continue to work with them to find a solution to the problem.  Right now they are only running one shift, but if business picks up and they have to put on more shift they will be changing water more and it will be more of a problem.  They don’t know what to do.  They put in these big filter systems that were supposed to work but didn’t.  Bronson and Jeff have been talking to the engineer for possible fixes.  USDA grants may be available.
Put this on the agenda for the next BPW meeting.

Assistance in the City Clerk/Treasures office:  The applications will first go to the Clerk/Treasurer for recommendations.  Then the Common Council will interview.
Reinke/Peterson made a motion to approve advertising for a new Deputy Clerk/Treasurer contingent on ad approval from Reinke, Fahl and Marshall.  Carried
Darin Baratka left at 7:45.
Request from Mike Henningfeld to deed over a 55’ of Lot Three (3) of Block Five (5) Shaw’s Addition that the City of Phillips owns to the Four Season’s Development.  City Attorney Marshall asked that Mayor Fahl and Council member Johnson recuse themselves because the work for the same company that owns the development.  Don’t know if land was donated to the city or if the city bought it for a road.  More checking into.  Also brought up about a public park.  If needed maybe the park could go there.
Peterson/Hanish made a motion to place this on the Common Council agenda for March 9th to be discussed after more research.  Carried.  Johnson abstaining.

Reinke/Johnson made a motion to send amended ordinance 14.9 to Public Hearing.  Carried

Reinke/Hanish made a motion to send new ordinance 9.36 to Public Hearing.  Carried

Water/Sewer budget was discussed.

Johnson/Peterson made a motion to adopt the water/sewer budget as presented.
