Reinke/Hlavacek motioned to approve the council minutes from the July 13, 2010 meeting as presented.  Carried.

Johnson/Hanish motioned to approve the payment of vouchers in the total amount of $287,971.95 as recommended by the Personnel-Budget-Finance Committee. Carried

Reinke/Johnson motioned to accept the annexation resolution of the former Bella Moritz property as recommended by the Board of Public Works.  Carried

Jay pointed towards venders or residents.  Giving the police control to enforce.  Discussion of grandfathering in if someone now has a 10’ python will that person be approached and made aware of the new ordinance.  Chief Sonntag: this is also to make aware to the rescue units where they are. 
Mayor Fahl:  Explained the Hazard Mitigation Planning Participation with Price County.  The city needs to join to get grant money in a hazardous situation.  NWRP wants to know if the City of Phillips wants to join.  There should be no direct cost to the city for putting together the info needed.

Johnson/Peterson motioned to participate in the Hazard Mitigation Planning Participation with Price County.  Carried
Committee Reports:

Ambulance:  Calls down, not as many sick people, replace radio’s and do fund raiser’s.
Public Safety:  Calls up, little over budget, purchase a used squad car and leave the Taho except in the winter.
Mayor:  Start looking @ union negotiations next week Tues 17th.  Dept heads send off to Kyle what they would like to see changed in the contracts.
PBF:  Call for preliminary budgets for 2011.  Put this on committee meeting and personnel-budget-finance.
Mayor:  agreed to purchase the backhoe, looking at the funding, wat/sew is paying for 75% of it and GF will pay for 25%.  Bronson will find the $14,000 in his budget.
BPW: Hwy 13 is done and will be paved in the spring.  ATV ordinance is going to public hearing next month.
Chamber:  Social after 5:00 at Long Lake Lodge and it is very nice.  They closed down the white goods parking because they had no business.
Library:  8,500 books / month, the most in the county.  Fund raiser on 8/20/10.
Where have the $3,100 going to go.  Shouldn’t this go to Parks and Recreation?

Jay:  Could this go into the police department to help balance the maintenance on the squads.

Legal:  Library is getting more this year than last year.  Out did Park Falls and formula favors cost of circulation.  Just got map from RR which shows the ROW.
Log Jam:  Laddy received calls on too much police.  No complaints on Phillips police.  Jeff wanted to know how much was rumors and how much was true.  David – total of 4 arrests made for entire log Jam.  Jay:  Jo France had no complaints on Phillips.  City of Phillips officers were great.
