COUNCIL PROCEEDINGS

………of the Common Council of the City of Phillips at a regular meeting held in the Council Room of Municipal Hall on Sept 14, 2010.

The meeting was called to order by Mayor Fahl at 7:05 p.m.  Those present included:

1st Aldermanic District:  Laddy Hlavacek and Jayson Reinke

2nd Aldermanic District:  Linda Johnson and Charles Peterson
3rd Aldermanic District:  Dorothy Hanish and Scott Holoubek
City Attorney:  Bruce Marshall

Clerk/Treasurer:  Barb Revak
Also present:  David Sonntag, Bronson Thalacker, Jeff Williams, Frank Dusek, Fred Krenzke, Lynn Lutz and Rob from Eagle Audit.
A moment of silence to remember those from September 11.

Hlavacek/Peterson motioned to approve the council minutes from the August 10, 2010 meeting as presented.  Carried.

Johnson/Hanish motioned to approve the payment of vouchers in the total amount of $595,868.83 as recommended by the Personnel-Budget-Finance Committee. Carried

Lynn Lutz:  Review the management report with the full council.  Total net assets increase by $109,785.  Net assets of governmental activities due to operations increased by $292,475 and business-type activated (water/sewer) decreased by $182,690.
Discussion on paying back to the city the TIF money that it owes.  The General fund looks like it has a good fund balance but it is not sitting in cash.  The General fund should have money so that it doesn’t have to do short term borrowing to pay bills.  If the TID’s don’t do all of their projects and the district is closed some money may have to be paid back to the school districts and the county but not the money that the city borrowed them.
Lynn will come back to work with Revak so that some JE can be made in advance of the Audit.

ATV ordinance:

Language on signage was added in two different areas.  Discussion on allowing the routes open all year so Ice fisherman can use them to get to the lakes from their homes.  No conflict with snowmobile trails.  They are doing it now so let’s make it legal.  Keep trails and routes separate.  Still no trails coming into the city, Town of Worcester will not open up it’s roads for people to get into the city.  The beach is not a route.  If the surrounding townships close there trails on the 15th it wouldn’t be an issue with the city.  Bruce is looking to see if there is a law in regards to ATV’s that allows a person to go from their home to a trail or route.  Bruce can’t find anything in the SS to allow citizens to go from their home to the ATV route and that may be why they opened up all of the streets.  Bruce will check on this and the winter use.
Peterson/Holoubek motioned to send this ordinance back to the Board of Public Works.  Carried
2011 Budget.

Revak:  Put in the year to date figures.  Discussion on what the Tax Levy Limit will be.  Insurance numbers link didn’t update correctly.  Jeff would like the Chief to send out his format for the other department heads to use.  Schedule a different meeting.
The Mayor called a special budget meeting to be held on Sept 28, 2010 at 5:30pm.

Legal:  RR maps show a 25’ right of way by the RR.  Bruce thinks it should be something different.  He wants to make sure this is correct.

Ambulance:  Meeting next week, set 2011 budget.  Hanish said she heard very good job – EMT’s.  IV tech is going good
Public Safety:  Crime is up.  Mike training on investigating prescription drug deaths.
Mayor:  Letter inviting to the eco dev meeting. Memory walk at Club 13.
PBF:  Everyone was here and heard the discussions.
BPW: Chuck is waiting for new tags for deer hunt.
Chamber:  October 29 for trick or treating.  The mayor is going to put it back to October 31.  Looking for barricades on main street parking area.  Jeff said the only time we can barricades is when we are maintaining them.
Library:  Library came in with a zero % increase in budget.  The cork N pork brought in $600
