2011 Budget Discussions:

Mayor wanted to go over two things today, revenues and looking at capital expenditures.

Library:  Budget is at a 0% increase.  She is only asking for $5.27 more than last year.  Becky can’t decrease her budget because it would affect her county funding.  She is taking into account the health insurance savings.  Wages are going up because last year nobody got a raise and their hours were cut.  She is giving them a raise and increasing their hours.

All other departments are at a negative right now but we shouldn’t cut the library.

Adjustments made to the Revenue portion of the budget.  Revenues were only reduced by $3,750.
Fire chief Pisca asked the Mayor for a 3% increase to his budget.  This was not agreed upon yet.
Department heads went over the Wish list for capital purchases and projects.
