The meeting was called to order by Mayor Fahl at 7:00 p.m.  Those present included:

Johnson/Hlavacek motioned to approve the council minutes from the November 9, 2010 meeting as presented.  Carried.

Johnson/Hanish motioned to approve the payment of vouchers in the total amount of $579,890.36. Carried

Johnson/Hanish motioned to approve a conditional use permit for the property located @145 Fayette Street, owner Mike and Marie Spanjer to allow them to: cater food, make food products for local businesses, have business meetings or private groups with a meal served, allow people looking for a space large enough to host birthday parties, baby showers, bridal showers or similar small dinner parties, offer cooking classes on location.  Also with the condition that Mike and Marie Spanjer have written approval from Phillips Plating to allow guests to parking in Plating’s parking lot.  Carried
Spanjer’s left the meeting at 7:20 pm.

Ed and Linda Haynes attended at 7:21 pm.
The Committee of the Whole first meeting will be Jan 4th @ 5:30.  There was discussion of Council at large because of the difficulty finding candidates.  The advantage of an at large would be if a person wants and is very interested in being an alderman but lives in a Ward where they are happy with the current council person they won’t run, where if we had an at large voting they would be able to run.  Section 2.01 of Chapter 2 is where this would be addressed.  Put this on C.O.W. next month.
Hlavacek/Peterson motioned to adopt Chapter 2 ordinance – Governing Body as recommended by the Personnel Budget Finance Committee. Carried
Haynes had approached the Mayor about selling their house and needing a place to rent.  Hanish feels that if the city decides to sell the house this should be put out for bids.  They would need to start renting the house in February so they could clean it up and get it ready for renting.  Rental was discussed and Haynes proposed $400 per month.
