Part-time hours and health insurance proposal.

Revak is requesting more flexibility in the hours of the Deputy Clerk/Treasurer position.  When vacation or sick leave is used in one week the hours have to be reduced in the next week.  This is sometime difficult to do.  If we had a scale for the health insurance as presented this would help.  Revak would still schedule the Deputy Clerk/Treasurer for between 27 and 30 hours a week but if needed for more hours once in awhile she wouldn’t have to reduce any hours the following week.
Hlavacek/Hanish motioned to accept the insurance premium scale proposal as presented by Revak for the non-union employees.  Carried.

Committee Reports:

Ambulance:  Income was 85% of budgeted Expenses were 87% of budget.  Mandated to update the cots and doing fund raiser’s to get the money.
Library:  They have two votes now.  They have a Wii for the library for kids.  The art show is next and there is a new children’s gaming computer.

Chamber:  Winter Fest went very well, thanks to the city for all of the help.  Turnout was about 125 to 150 people for the winter walk.  They would like to add something on Friday night and maybe have a small portion of fireworks and have the snowmobile parade.
