Library:  Pork & Cork was down from last year.
Chamber: Working on Fall Festival.  Joe France was at the meeting explaining that he wants to have a concert again but on a smaller scale.
PCEDA/IDC:  Rick Roeser told the Mayor that he had some inquiries on the enterprise center but couldn’t say who or what yet.
