3. Mayor Fahl read a speech on the Price County Airport Expansion project and how he felt about it.  He ended with stating “I truly believe that the airport project is needed for safety reasons. I am sorry for the residents, but for the good of Phillips and Price County I support this project and disagree with Resolution 1130 – Resolution in Opposition to the Price County Airport Expansion and Alteration.”
Johnson/Hlavacek motioned to adopt Resolution #1130 Opposition to the Price County Airport Expansion and Alteration, and in support of citizen rights and best interests as recommended by the Committee of the Whole.  Roll Call Vote:  Hlavacek – Aye, Reinke – Nay, Johnson – Aye, Hanish – Aye, and Holoubek – Abstained.  Motion Carried. Motion Vetoed by Mayor Fahl.
4. Hlavacek/Reinke motioned to accept the Price County SVRS provider MOU as recommended by the Committee of the Whole.  Carried

5. Johnson/Reinke motioned to pay the cleanup expenses for a sewer backup at the Don Miller property located at 155 Fifield St. in the amount of $1,396.21 as recommended by the Committee of the Whole, Carried.

6. Reinke/Hlavacek motioned to adopt the MOU resolution in regards to the Price County Sheriffs Joint Powers Agreement as recommended by the Committee of the Whole.  Carried

7. Reinke/Johnson, motioned to accept the driveway access wording in the Township contracts as recommended by Legal Council.  Carried
8. 2011 budget discussions.  Things look pretty good except for the Police Department Salary.  Sonntag:  $26,000 was taken from my budget and then another $33,000.  The Police Department saved the city money on finding a less expensive insurance and was supposed to put the $33,000 back in the salary line item but hasn’t yet.  The response to this was then the Common Council needs to fix the budget.
9. Committee Reports:

Ambulance:  All is OK.  The budget went down a little.  Eileen is taking on more responsibilities.
Library:  Going good.  New way of displaying DVD’s until the City Builds them a new wing.
Chamber:  Talking about Winter Fest and the Christmas parade.  Snowmobile clubs may pitch in for fireworks for the winter fest. 
PCEDA/IDC:  Discussion about the mine and the permit process.
