RESOLUTION IN OPPOSITION TO THE PRICE COUNTY AIRPORT

EXPANSION AND ALTERATION, AND IN SUPPORT OF CITIZEN

RIGHTS AND BEST INTERESTS

Resolution NO.  1130
WHEREAS, the Price County Board of Supervisors intends to expand and otherwise alter the Price County Airport, in spite of opposition to such expansion and alteration From citizens; and, 

WHEREAS, the proposed Airport expansion and alteration will be harmful to City of Phillips property owners and encroach upon citizen property and private property rights and protections; and, 

WHEREAS, the proposed Airport expansion and alteration has not been proven to be necessary or required; and, 

WHEREAS, such Airport expansion and alteration will be financed by millions of taxpayer dollars and create a continued added tax burden to City of Phillips property owners and other citizens of Price County; and, 

WHEREAS, an accurate assessment of airport use is in dispute and the proposed project has not been proven to be for the greater good of Price County citizens; and, 

WHEREAS, the proposed expansion and alteration creates safety issues for the City of Phillips, including causing air traffic to be over, and in closer proximity to, populated areas and schools; and, 

WHEREAS, such Airport expansion and alteration may cause costly legal challenges and any such litigation would be a burden to taxpayers; and, 

WHEREAS, the Price County Board of Supervisors did not even extend the courtesy of meaningful consultation with the City of Phillips and provide the City with all the facts concerning the proposed Airport expansion and alteration within the boundaries of the City; and,
 WHEREAS, the planned Airport expansion and alteration will impact on the City of Phillips in numerous ways, including, but not limited to issues concerning fire protection, traffic, city planning, law enforcement, public safety, property values, and other factors associated with a multi-million dollar taxpayer funded airport project;
THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the City of Phillips hereby goes on record as standing opposed to the planned Price County Airport expansion and alteration; and, 

FURTHER, BE IT RESOLVED, that the City of Phillips make its opposition known to the Price County Board, Governor Walker, Congressman Sean Duffy, Senator Ron Johnson, Senator Herb Kohl, Representative Mary Williams, Senator Pam Galloway and the news media through distribution of this resolution; and, 

FURTHER, BE IT RESOLVED, that the City of Phillips stand ready to oppose this Airport expansion and alteration in other ways and by other means as it proves to be necessary and prudent.
