The meeting was called to order by Mayor Fahl at 6:00 p.m.  Those present included:

Public Comment:  Bill Ball spoke on the issue of the permanent banner system.  Look at alternate location but it fell through.  Bill contact Price Electric to donate some materials.  City will need to hire an engineer to draw the plans.  Bill is trying to get donations to save money. 
1. Johnson/Hanish motioned to Approve the March 13, 2012 Council Meeting Minutes as presented. Carried

2. Hlavacek/Peterson motioned to approve the payment of vouchers in total amount of $301,734.68. Carried
3. Johnson/Reinke motioned to change the zoning at 125 N Argyle from R-1 Residential to C-1 Commercial as recommended by the Phillips Planning Commission. Roll Call Vote Hlavacek-aye, Reinke-aye, Johnson-aye, Peterson-aye, Hanish-aye, Holoubek-aye carried 6-0.
4. Doolittle Corp is looking to amend and adjust the current TID loan to cover the new remodel that Doolittle is doing to their building.  Reinke worked on this a little earlier and states this is TID eligible.  Revak wanted it verified that they are asking for the same agreement as last time only to extend it.  Hlavacek wanted more detail explained to him.
Reinke/Johnson motioned to move forward with drafting an amended agreement with Doolittle Corp from TID #3.  Hlavacek-abstained, Reinke-aye, Johnson-aye, Peterson-aye, Hanish-abstained, Holoubek-aye.  Carried 4-0-2.

5. Audit Report was presented by Eagle Audit.  Every year is getting better.  This year they only had to make 15 adjusting entries.  One finding was able to be eliminated and the other one was reduced.  Water sewer showed a loss however it was because of a depreciation expense.  New ruling from Governmental Auditing Standards Board.  Council is going to have to make some policies and decisions on reserved money with restrictions, committed funds and assigned.  The city will have to have a policy as to who has permission to do this.
6. Reinke/Peterson motioned to adopt the amendment to Charter Ordinance 2.1,  The City Council shall consist of:  1 alderman from each separate aldermanic district, who shall be elected in odd-numbered years for 2 year terms; and aldermen “at large” from the entire City (constituting a single, combined aldermanic district) equal in number to the number of separate aldermanic districts used in the previous year’s municipal spring election, who shall be elected in even-numbered years for 2 year terms.
