The meeting was called to order by Mayor Peterson at 6:00 p.m.  Those present included:

Public Comment:  John Vlach states the Moose is going to have the Kyte flying event on August 4th.  Need the soccer nets moved.  He was instructed to contact Mark Fuhr to make sure there isn’t a soccer tournament scheduled.
1. Johnson/Vlach motioned to approve the June 12, 2012 Council Meeting Minutes as presented. Carried

2. Reinke/Hanish motioned to approve the payment of vouchers in total amount of $198,834.01. Carried
3. Reinke/Johnson motioned to approve Mario Morrone’s request for a conditional use permit to build and open a retail business with light manufacturing at 1424 N Lake Ave. as recommended by the Phillips Planning Commission.  Carried

4. Johnson/Clark motioned to table the approval of a private well at 1424 N Lake Ave. until the August Common Council meeting and to authorize the public hearing notice for the amendment to ordinance 13.02 to allow private wells with conditions.  Carried
5. Hanish/Clerk motioned to approve the Simplified Rate Case Application of a 3.2% increase as recommended by the Committee of the Whole.  Roll Call: Clark-aye, Reinke-aye, Johnson-aye, Vlach-aye, Hanish-aye, Holoubek-aye.  Carried

6. Clark/Johnson motioned to authorize Mayor Peterson to sign the Survey map for Richard Kaliska which is for a new lot created within the extra territorial 1.5 miles from the City Boundary line as recommended by the Committee of the Whole. Carried
7. Reinke/Johnson motioned to deny the claim of Carol Frisbee for damage to her scooter based on the insurance company’s review where as the City of Phillips has discretionary immunity for liability, as the City had no prior knowledge of the damaged sidewalk, and as soon as they became aware of it, the damage was repaired.  Roll Call: Clark-aye, Reinke-aye, Johnson-aye, Vlach-abstain, Hanish-aye, Holoubek-aye.  Carried
8. 2012 Budget review.  A 2012 budget comparison report was printed for the Council’s review.  Reinke requested the preliminary budgets be presented at the August 7th C.O.W. meeting with $35,000 built back into the Police Department budget.  Mayor Peterson asked what the $35,000 was for.  He isn’t sure that it was planned to be put back in.  Sonntag: The budget was never leveled off and was allowed to go over and it has been allowed to go over because the adjustment was not made to put it back in.  The line item was never fixed after a different health insurance company was found.  Reinke states that it may not be approved but we need to discuss this.  Holoubek says the short falls need to be dispersed all around, not just at one department.  If the city is short of money then we need to stop spending.  Mayor Peterson:  That is why we are starting this budget review now.  Holoubek:  Let’s not just zero in on certain department.  Mayor Peterson:  A lot of the money for projects has been put away in a set aside fund.  Police budget was over and needed to be cut.  Everyone needs to look at their budget very close. Johnson:  But other departments did take a cut.  Holoubek:  If we are so strapped then we need to stop spending.  Not a good way to manage a budget.  Sonntag: The wage raises were not budgeted for in the Police line item but in some other category and this needs to be adjusted.  Mayor Peterson:  We don’t know what kind of money we are going to be having.  The police department budget is 2/3 salaries.
9. Committee Reports:  Ambulance, Library, Chamber and Economic Development.

a. Ambulance:  Going good.  Next meeting July 25.

b. Library: Security system for the library being installed.

c. Chamber: Preparing for the Fall Harvest.
