There shall be no construction of water wells in the City when the City municipal water utility mains or laterals are available for hookup.  The City may make an exception for property zoned non-residential to allow construction of a private well for a property owner operating a business on the property which has an exceptional need for water of a quality and/or quantity which the City cannot or will not meet, such as a bait shop’s need for untreated water.  Unless permitted by the Wisconsin Department of Natural Resources, any such permitted private well shall be metered at property owner expense and the property water system shall be connected to the available public sewer collection system; sewer utility charges shall be based upon the private well metering.
