Public Comment:  Laddy Hlavacek addressed the Council on the Airport Resolution #1130 for review.  Since the resolution has been signed he wanted to bring this back to the council to support the will of the people.  The citizens and 9 other communities are opposed to the expansion and he feels one of the ways to show the resistance would be to not sell the land they are looking to purchase.
Airport Presentation (20 min) requested by Blake Pluemer:  Presented to the Common Council were arguments opposing the Air Port expansion.  There were 1300 signatures opposing this and feeling this is not right.  1994 Blake and a neighbor worked with Becher and Hoppe to come up with a better means and proposal.  They came up with one that took people over the Fair Grounds, Industrial Park.  Cark Marscke and Bob Cervenka thought this was a better route also.  When it comes to Airports this community has the box checked.  We have a very nice airport as it is.  If any money goes into the airport it should be done with infrastructure.  Last week at one of the finance committee meetings have the funds go from 30,000/year to 92,000/yr.  Blake would be more than willing if someone was to meet with him to talk.  The group that this affects the most would be willing to provide legal counsel free of charge to the city because of the statement that the city couldn’t afford the legal battle.

Mayor Peterson:  This will be on the agenda at the Committee of the Whole so if they want more questions or discussion.

Other comments and concerns were discussed.  The number of in and out flights were listed as 18,000 this is more than Madison.
