COUNCIL PROCEEDINGS

………of the Common Council of the City of Phillips at a regular meeting held in the Council Room of Municipal Hall on October 9, 2012.

The meeting was called to order by Mayor Peterson at 5:00 p.m.  Those present included:

1st Aldermanic District:  Jerry Clark
2nd Aldermanic District:  Linda Johnson, John Vlach
3rd Aldermanic District:  Scott Holoubek, Dorothy Hanish
Clerk/Treasurer:  Barb Revak

Also present:  Bronson Thalacker, Becky Smith, David Sonntag, Stephanie Daniels, Pete Graff, Deb Graff, Judy Silvernail, Jay Silvernail, Al Jesunas,  Tom Kiesgen, V. Moore, Jim Litvinoff, Carol Litvinoff, Marjory Brzeskiewicz, Mary Pageler, Tom Pageler, Blake Pluemer, Steve Revak, Michael Hauschild.

Public Comment:  Mr. Silvernail spoke in regards to the airport expansion.  I indicated that the sale of city property to Price County that was placed on the agenda was an attempt to hide the fact that this was an airport expansion issue.  He also strongly suggested that John Vlach and Jerry Clark abstain from voting due to a conflict of interest because John Vlach is on the county board and Jerry has a business at the air port.  Mr. Silvernail wanted to know if the city has received a valid offer for the land and requested the council to table this matter until we get a bonifide offer.  The Mayor responded with an explanation that the sale of land doesn’t really have anything to do with the airport expansion and that the reason this is on the agenda is to have the council give some direction for him and Clerk Revak for future dealings with this issue.

Steve Revak agrees that John and Jerry should abstain.

Blake Pluemer would like to reiterate that this project is not in the best interest of the City of Phillips.  By not selling this land would be one small way of stating this.  He feels if we stay on this path the city may be able to make a difference.

Tom Keisgen:  The FAA told Tom that recent incidents with wild life strikes by aircraft have resulted in a closer study of this issue.  If there is a strike no one knows where that air plane would land.  I could land on the schools or in the lakes.
1. Johnson/Clark motioned to Approve/Correct September 11, 2012 Council meeting minutes. Carried
2. Clark/Johnson motioned to approve the payment of vouchers in total amount of $188,798.28. Carried
3. Hanish/Vlach motioned to accept Mayor Peterson’s appointment of David Scholz to the Board of Zoning Appeals as recommended by the Committee of the Whole. Carried
4. Johnson/Hanish motioned to allow city deer hunting on Gary Chase’s property on S. Airport Rd as recommended by the Committee of the Whole.  Carried
5. Becky needs an additional $1,450 for a total of $4,300 for a new humidifier.  He suggests that the library waits for the air conditioners.  Becky states she would like to just keep budgeting for this in the future but if one of the fails she will have to come back to Council and ask for more money.
Johnson/Hanish motioned to authorize Library Director to budget for the replacement of one furnace with a cost of $4,300 in 2012. Carried
6. Johnson/Hanish motioned to deny the sale of city property to Price County.
Clark states that the project will continue even if the city does not sell the property.  The only difference would be that they couldn’t move the fence.

Clark does support the sale of the property but will abstain because of possible conflict of interest.  Vlach abstain’s until he can contact legal counsel.

Clark-abstain, Reinke-absent, Johnson-aye, Vlach-abstain, Hanish-aye, Holoubek-aye.

Revak stated she would record this as a carry until she can get clarification from legal counsel.

Revak will contact legal counsel to find out if this motion carried due to the fact that 2 of the members abstained.  (According to legal counsel and legal advice from the office of Claire Silverman, League of Wisconsin Municipalities Legal Counsel, the above motion did not carry due to lack of quorum)
7. Revak explained the numbers for the Fire Department contracts with the outlying townships.

Johnson/Hanish motioned to approve the Fire Department’s contract fees for the different townships for the 2013 budget as presented.  Carried 

8. 2012/2013 Budget review:  Still have to cut $13,972.  If we are over the % that the state says for the expenditure restraint we could lose $30,000 dollars in revenue for the year 2014.  Revak worked with Jay about the budget.  Cut 10,000 out of salary which reduced payroll tax, uniform allowance, reduced the office phones, eliminated cell phones, retirement went down because salaries went down.  Cut computer costs down.  Eliminated hiring costs.  Bring back the washing of cars if possible. Other cuts as needed.  Mayor Peterson wants to know where the $309,110 for salaries came from.  Sonntag stated he put in what he feels it will actually cost per contracts.
