Kempkes/LaChance motioned to recommend to the Committee of the Whole to grant the conditional use permit to Lori Kiefer as stated in ordinance 17.08(c), “Community Based Residential Facility (CBRF), Residential Care Apartment Complex (RCAC), licensed Adult Day Care facility and similar specialized licensed housing and care facilities”. Housing

· Encourage home ownership throughout the community.

· Develop a rental ordinance to assist in the implementation of an annual rental unit inspection to ensure rental units are not in substandard condition.

· Coordinate with the County Health Department, City Police Department, and other agencies to develop a process to respond to unsafe and unhealthy living conditions in residential structures.
Transportation

· Plan and provide for ATV, UTV and snowmobile trails along selected local and through routes.

Utilities and Community Facilities

Goals

To organize and plan for city utilities and community facilities.

· Improve telecommunications and improve the fiber optics system and broadband. 

· Implement recommendations found in the Outdoor Recreation Plan.

· Limit development in wetlands and flood hazard areas. 

· Limit development in the floodplain or on wetlands unless mitigated.
Economic Development

To accommodate the changing commercial economy of the City and to enhance local opportunity for commercial development.

· Encourage K-12 programs in the local school districts that are directed to local employment needs.

· Determine the niches of the Chamber of Commerce and the County Tourism Department and use them to the advantage of the City and encourage greater cooperation between the two agencies.
· Assist in establishing a room tax basis in the surrounding towns to assist promotional efforts.
