The meeting was called to order by Mayor Peterson at 6:00 p.m.  Those present included:

1. Johnson/Hanish motioned to approve March 12, 2013 Council meeting minutes. Carried
2. Clark questioned Marilyn Fischer’s payment.

Clark/Reinke motioned to approve the payment of vouchers in total amount of $339,539.83. Carried
3. The motion to change the zoning at 720 County Rd H from A-1 to R-1 was tabled at this time.
4. Mayor Peterson spoke on the certified survey map for the small piece of land needed for the airport which now needs signatures.  This is being brought to everyone’s attention to be open and straight forward with the public.
5. Discussion on the Campground Bids that were received was about the type of wiring and the roof on the bathroom.  If the wiring is changed from cooper to aluminum would save $16,000 and go from seamless roof to seamed roof would save $6,000 to $8000.  There are TID funds available if the districts are modified to be used within ½ mile of the boundaries.  More discussion on the expenses and what has been used for in-kind.  Discussion on if this awarding of the bid can be put off until we find out more about Ellenbecker.  Jordan Spacek looked up on the internet and found them to have been in business since 1968.
Johnson/Hanish motioned to award the bid for the new campground to SD Ellenbecker from Athens WI for the amount of $163,748 less the deductions for aluminum instead of copper in the electrical lines and a split seam roof instead of seamless.  Roll Call Vote: Jerry Clark-Aye, Jayson Reinke-Aye, Linda Johnson-Aye, John Vlach-Aye,  Dorothy Hanish-Aye, Scott Holoubek-Aye.

6. Police Chief Sonntag requested permission to sell old police computers and other tangible equipment.  
Reinke/Vlach motioned to authorize Police Chief Sonntag to sell computers and equipment mentioned.  Carried
7. 2013 Budget Review:  Departments should be at 25%. 

8. Committee Reports:  Ambulance, Library, Chamber and Economic Development.

a. Ambulance: Next meeting will be on April 24th.  
b. Library:  $2,800 was raised at the book sale so far, the library had an elementary reading for alzheimer's, it is national library week, they are doing Waky Wednesday for kids to come play games etc and all the employees learned how to deal with difficult patrons. 
c. Chamber: There have been four applicants that have applied for the directors postion, 3 other verbals.  It was decided to hold off on the Annual Dinner until a new director has been choosen.
