COUNCIL PROCEEDINGS
………of the Common Council of the City of Phillips at a regular meeting held in the Council Room of Municipal Hall on August 27, 2013.

The meeting was called to order by Mayor Peterson at 5:00 p.m.  Those present included:

PUBLIC COMMENT: NONE

1. Police Chief Sonntag addressed the Council on the purchase of ammo in the amount of $1,200.00 which is currently not in his budget.  Ammo is hard to come by right now and his officers need it for training and certification.  This would get them 2,500 rounds, 2,000 for practice ammo and 500 for upgrade to guns.  Sonntag found a company that is holding this for him, but can’t hold it forever.  Heitkemper asked if he had money in his budget for ammo and was told he had enough for one qualification.  He budgeted ammo and then it was cut from his budget.  Mayor Peterson said we need to look to see if we can find some that no one is using.  Sonntag stated when asked that the funds would have to come from the General Fund because he doesn’t have it in his budget.  Spacek, that is the bare bones rock bottom amount needed?  This will get one shoot this year and one shoot next year.  Mayor Peterson found some money in his insurance line item that won’t be used.  It can be moved from there into a training line item.  You can use some of this to cover your administration where you are over also.  Heitkemper also asked questions about the line items being used.  Sonntag will confirm and let Clerk Revak know the next day.  No motion needed because this adjustment is within a department.
Another informational subject is the software for the interview rooms aren’t supported anymore.  There is an opportunity to pick it up for $3,600 if purchased now.  The list price is over $7,000.  Because they are still under contract, if they have to wait until next year it will cost another $500.  This should be looked at when we are looking at the grant money for the child’s interview room.  Sonntag stated Sara Socha has been gone a lot and he hasn’t had the opportunity to talk with her.  He doesn’t want to lose the grant because they haven’t had a chance to talk.  They were going to sit down and talk, Sara, Greg and him, when Sara gets back.  This grant will take care of all his woes.

Sonntag was instructed to go through a list of names and turn them in to Clerk Revak for setting up a Police Review Committee. 
The Council needs to set up this Police Review Committee.  All members were given a list of names from the Water/Sewer program of residents of the City of Phillips.  The Council members should go through this list and turn them in to Revak for her to compile the names.  Revak will take the top nine names and call them to see this they are interested and hopefully bring this to the Committee of the Whole.

2. Hanish/Clark motioned to accept the Library appointment for the City of Phillips board representatives of Annette Gernaey and Sharon Vergin.  Carried

3. Johnson/Heitkemper motioned to re-appoint Ted Kempkes, Jenny LaChance and Mike Henningfeld to the Planning Commission.  Carried.
An Alternate is still needed.

The Board of Adjustment/Appeals needs 2 Alternates and a re-appointment of Theresa Brown after Revak checks to see if she still wants to be on the committee.
