Further,

On March 7, 2014, Chief Sonntag agreed to be placed on a leave of absence
during the process of resolving charges which have been filed against him.

. Under the command structure of the Police Department, Lieutenant Hauschild

assumes temporary command of the Department during the absence of the
Chief. However, the temporary command status is based on the assumption
that the Chief will be absent for only a short period of time. It may be weeks
or months before the currently pending charges against the Chief are
resolved.

. It is necessary that the Department have command authority acting as Chief

in the absence of Chief Sonntag in order to assure that there is continuity of
command, clear accountability for the officers and an identified point of
management for the City and the public.

. Lieutenant Hauschild is an experienced police officer and manager with the

experience to serve as Acting Chief of the Department.

. The appointment of Lieutenant Hauschild shall be made subject to the explicit

statement that his time under the interim may not be considered in any future
hiring or promotional decisions by the City based solely upon such interim
rank. In the event that a vacancy occurs in the position of Chief of Police,
there shall be a full open recruitment process.
