The meeting was called to order by Mayor Peterson at 5:30 p.m.  Those present included:

Also present: Bronson Thalacker, Chief Hauschild, Darrin Baratka, Ken Matsick, Dave Rasmussen, Tom Fitzwilliams and Jeremy Haas from MSA.
PUBLIC COMMENT:  Matsick wanted to know if the trees by his place were going to come down.  After moving the street more north, the trees don’t necessarily have to come down but Matsick would like them down because they are in bad shape.  Per the Mayor, the city would need to find out if we would have a liability if Matsick would take them down himself or if it had to be the City Crew.
1. Heitkemper/Hanish motioned to Approve/Correct February 10, 2015 Council Meeting Minutes. Carried
2. Spacek/Vlach motioned to approve the payment of vouchers in total amount of $601,564.20. Carried

3. MSA presented on the new regulations for the WWTP and the phosphorous level reduction to .04mg/L.  Sounds like the city has to comply by year 20.  There are options the city can take.  The city has completed the first two steps already.  Now the city needs to decide what path they would like to take to get to this compliance.  Which path is best for the city?   Treatment plant upgrades most expensive, Watershed-Based Compliance – Water Quality Trading would be to treat the river upstream or Multi-Discharger Variance.  This was explained in detail.  The issue is not whether it has to be done; the issue is basically what is the most effective and cost effective.  More discussion on the different options.  MSA turned in a possible contract to conduct the steps the City of Phillips needs to take.  They are also willing to work with Phillips Plating and share some of the costs which would save money for both.  Don’t have to build or design anything yet but the City and Plating does need to get the planning underway.  There was also discussion on how this project would be paid for through possible grant funds and CDBG funds.
4. Spacek/Vlach motioned to accept the zoning change from R-1 Residential to I-1 Industrial at the location of 125 and 135 Fayette as recommended by the Phillips Planning Commission.  Carried
5. Heitkemper/Clark motioned to move all city bank accounts from Wells Fargo Bank to First National Bank as recommended by the Committee of the Whole. Carried
