COUNCIL PROCEEDINGS

The meeting was called to order by Mayor Peterson at 5:30 p.m.  Those present included:

DISCUSSION-ACTION ITEMS:

4. Water Rate Case for new well:
Jon Trautman, CPA who is doing the rate case application and study for the City if Phillips gave a presentation on what he found out.  He went back to 1999 and found that the water utility has been losing money.  The rate of return has been decreasing for some time.   Jon showed different scenarios with a 3% rate of return, which would be the least amount of increase but produce the least amount of operating funds also.  Then he did a 6% rate of return which is a little better but not enough to plan for future projects. An 8% and a 10% which he felt were the best options were also presented.  Mike Stoffel presented a spread sheet with the different projects the city has in the future plans showing how much money will be needed to complete them.  After discussions it was decided to do the 10% rate of return.
Hanish/Heitkemper motioned to approve the 10% rate of return option.  Roll Call vote, Clark – ABS, Heitkemper – aye, Tomaszewski – aye, Vlach – nay, Hanish – aye and Klimowski – aye.  Motion carried 4-1.
5. City of Phillips Community and Economic Response Team update:  Mayor Peterson gave an update on the Georgia Pacific closing and a Phillips Community Response and Separation Plan.  More discussion on what that plant could do to help out the community and not look so much like the bad guy.  Also talked about property over by the pavilion and the Georgia Pacific parking lot and what the city could possibly do to acquire the GP parking lot portion.  There will be a meeting on October 1, 2015 on what the future might bring.
