DISCUSSION-ACTION ITEMS:

1. Vlach/Heitkemper motioned to Approve April 12, 19 and 28, 2016 Council Meeting Minutes with two grammar corrections.  Carried
2. Clark/Tomaszewski motioned to approve the payment of vouchers in total amount of $368,008.90. Carried

3. Podmolik – baseball field.

TJ spoke to the Council on the plans for the Baseball fields at the Anne Marie Park.  The Phillips Youth Baseball group has become a 501C and they have established a board.  At memorial they have moved the tower to the backside of home plate. They fixed it and made numerous repairs in the fencing and dug outs. This group is looking for some funding to be put towards new lighting at the ball park located behind the Bus Garage.  The city does have some money in the recreation fund so it would depend on how much the group is looking for.  The other concern is the bleachers.  Williams stated the city has some planks from a different set of bleachers that could be used to replace the bad ones.
The plans for the Anne Marie fields were proposed.  There are quite a lot of repairs that need to be done.  TJ is making sure the City of Phillips is still behind the plans they have for improvements to the fields.  They have been getting some grants and fund raiser planned and don’t want to go any farther unless they know the City of Phillips is behind them.
Vlach/Hanish motioned to have TJ Podmolik proceed with the updates at the Anne Marie baseball fields (property owned by the City of Phillips) and the City will help out as they can.  Carried

Resolution # 1169

DECLARING OFFICIAL INTENT TO REIMBURSE EXPENDITURES

WHEREAS, the City of Phillips, Wisconsin, (the “Municipality”) plans to construct a water treatment facility and perform other related improvements (the “project”); and

WHEREAS, the Municipality expects to finance the Project on a long-term basis by issuing tax-exempt bonds or promissory notes; and

WHEREAS, because the bonds will not be issued prior to expenditures for the project, the Municipality must provide interim financing to cover costs of the Project incurred prior to receipt of the proceeds of the bonds; and

WHEREAS, it is necessary, desirable, and in the best interest of the Municipality to advance moneys from its funds on hand on an interim basis to pay the costs of the Project until the bonds are issued.  

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Common Council of the City of Phillips, that:

Section 1. Expenditure of funds.  The municipality shall make expenditures as needed from its funds on hand to pay the costs of the Project until bond proceeds become available.

Section 2. Declaration of official intent.  The Municipality hereby officially declares its intent under Treas. Regs. Section 1.150-2 to reimburse said expenditures with proceeds of the Bonds, the principal amount is not expected to exceed $1,600,000.

Section 3. Unavailability of long term funds.  No funds for payment of the Project from sources other than the Bonds are, or are reasonably expected to be, reserved, allocated, on a long term basis, or otherwise set aside by the Municipality pursuant to its budget or financial policies.

Section 4. Public availability of official intent resolution.  This resolution shall be made available for inspection at the City within 30 days after its approval in compliance with applicable state law governing the availability of records of official acts and shall remain available for public inspection until the bonds are issued. 

Section 5. Effective date.  This resolution shall be effective upon its adoption and approval.
