Others present: Mayor Boho, Lee V. Lamoreaux, City Attorney Marshall, Priscilla Swartout, Mark Swartout, and Mark Chrouser.

Motion by Mr. Kempkes, seconded by Mrs. Johnson to recommend to the Common Council the renewal of the mobile home park license of Ron and Linda Middleton, Ridgewood Estates-Phillips, LLC. Carried.

City Attorney Marshall discussed various options available to enforce the licensing ordinance, as said ordinance relates to the licensing of the owner of Parkview Terrace Mobile Home Park, Mark G. Abbott. This mobile home park is not licensed. Clerk-Treasurer Lamoreaux plans to initiate small claims court action on mobile home parking fees (taxes) collected by Mr. Abbott, but not paid to the City of Phillips. City Attorney Marshall stated that after the small claims court procedure is in place, garnishment could be initiated against Mr. Abbott's park tenants that would result in said tenants (mobile home owners) paying the parking fees directly to the City of Phillips.
