Meeting & Public Hearing Minutes

March 27, 2003

Mayor Boho called the public hearing to order at 6:30 PM, Council Room, Municipal Center, Phillips, to receive comments and discussion on the request of Jim Yanich, prospective property purchaser, and Stephen Grundahl, property owner, to rezone property described as Lot 11, Block 7, Original Plat, from Residential (R-1) to Commercial (C-1).

Commission members present: Mayor Boho, Marvel Cole, Dean Upson, Elvis Presley, Linda Johnson, and Bill McBain. Commission member absent: Jenny LaChance.

Others present: Lee V. Lamoreaux, Richard Cole, Ted Kempkes, and Jim Yanich.

The following are comments and discussion:

Clerk-Treasurer Lamoreaux read notes received from Lorry and Dorothy Hanish, and Ed Miller, nearby property owners, opposed to the rezoning request.

Mr. Yanich stated that he would like to see Linden Street abandoned to accommodate expansion of his repair shop complex. Plans for the property rezoning request are to accommodate the construction of a 40’ x 45’ building. I would probably add 1 new employee if my rezoning request is granted.

Mr. McBain expressed concern over the suggestion of the abandon​ment of Linden Street. This street is handy for a short cut and safety turn off. What type of guarantee would the City of Phillips have that Mr. Yanich would utilize the additional property, as he stated.

Mr. Kempkes supports the request of Mr. Yanich. The State Highway 13 corridor should be zoned Commercial in its entirety.

Mrs. Johnson supports this rezoning proposal for purposes of economic growth.

Mr. Kempkes left the meeting

at 6:48 PM.

Mr. Presley is not in favor of the rezoning. If granted, viable residential zoned property is disturbed.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mr. Presley to close the public hearing. Carried.

Public hearing closed at 7:00 PM.

Mayor Boho opened the meeting of the Phillips Planning Commission.

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mr. McBain to deny the rezoning request of Mr. Yanich based on information received, skepticism about use of the property, and letters of opposition submitted by nearby property owners. Committee members voting aye: Mr. Presley, Mr. Upson, and Mr. McBain. Committee members voting nay: Mrs. Johnson, Mayor Boho, and Mrs. Cole. Not carried.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mr. Presley to adjourn. Carried
