Comments:

Mr. Yanich: I am proposing expansion of my business to accommodate an additional building, and possible expansion of my used cars sales lot. I am in the auto repair business.

Clerk-Treasurer Lamoreaux read two letters signed by concerned citizens objecting to the rezoning proposition.

Mr. Mallo: State Highway 13 traffic is more noisy than Mr. Yanich’ s business. His proposal is a positive step in our community development.

Mr. Presley: Adoption of the city zoning code codified this area as predominantly residential in character. Mr. Yanich should consider siting his business in the Phillips Business Park.

Mrs. Diefenbach: I use Linden Street to enter the alley behind my property on South Lake Avenue. If this street is abandoned to accommodate Phillips Service Center expansion, it could create a problem for me.

Mr. Kempkes: I see nothing wrong with the potential for an increase in our community job base and tax base.

Mr. McBain: I’m concerned about the concerns of the people who signed the letters read by Clerk-Treasurer Lamoreaux.

Mrs. LaChance:  I believe in promotion and improvement in this area of our City.

Mrs. Johnson:  I believe Mr. Yanich’s request is in the best interest of the City of Phillips.

Mrs. Cole:  Why is noise from this business owned by Mr. Yanich such a problem?
