Meeting Minutes

September 27, 2005

Mayor Boho called the meeting to order at 5:00 PM. Council Room, Municipal Building, Phillips, Wisconsin.  Committee members were present as listed below.

Others present:  C.C.T. Mary Willett and Sheldon Johnson from NWRP.

Ms. Johnson made a motion, which was seconded by Jenny LaChance to approve the minutes from the August 1, 2005 meeting.  The minutes were approved.

Loan project 05-P-01 was completed effective 9/27/2005.

Loan project 05-P-02 needs an additional $6,281 for the approved project.  Sheldon Johnson explained the circumstances with a contractor withdrawing and additional work identified needing repair.  Mayor Boho moved and Ms. Johnson seconded the approval of the additional funds of $6,281.  Motion carried.  This amount brings the loan amount just under the equity value of the home.

Loan project 05-P-03 was withdrawn because the applicant has a living will leaving the home to her son.  CDBG conditions require the loan be paid when the applicant is no longer living in the home.  The applicant did not want to burden her son with a loan due upon her death.

Loan project 05-P-04 may be coming forward soon.  An addition is required on the home to add a safe sanitary bathroom.  Mr. Johnson explained that additions are not ordinarily in the project realm, but this project clearly falls into approval.  Currently, there is only a toilet and sink.  The addition will add either a bathtub or shower or combination.  

There are no conflicts of interest at this time.  A conflict will occur if an applicant identifies that he/she are related to a member of the Commission.  At that time, the related person would either leave the room, or simply not vote on the project.

Sheldon Johnson also explained that only 15% of the CDBG fund may be used for administration.  NWRP’s administration fee is 15%.  In the past, Clerk Lamoreaux utilized some CDBG funds to pay meeting per diems.  Another source of funds needs to be identified for these costs.  Also, the applicant is to pay for the filing fee for the title, not the city or the CDBG fund.  Sheldon will work with Clerk Mary Willett on this issue.

At 5:19 PM, Mayor Joe Boho motioned to adjourn the meeting and Linda Johnson seconded.  Motion carried.
