Meeting Minutes
Planning Commission

August 8, 2006

Mayor Fahl called the meeting of the Phillips’ Planning Commission to order at 6:01 P.M.  Committee members present:  Joe Perkins, Les Zorn, Linda Johnson, Dean Upson, Mike Henningfeld.  Others present:  Bruce Marshall, Al Jesunas, Mary Willett.

Al Jesunas of Red Pine Condominiums presented the Red Pine Condominium history and present request.  In 1986, Red Pines was built.  Though wanted them to be condominiums at that time, they did not sell any units.  The condominium documents and platt were not prepared because of this.  The January 7, 1986 Council minutes reflecting the approval by the Council of the recommendation of the Phillips’ Planning Commission for one townhouse condominium building with the understanding that the articles of incorporation, association agreement and declaration be made available to the City Attorney and the City Building Inspector for review prior to issuance of a City building permit.
Jesunas wants to sell six of the units as condos: 2-3 in the next four years.  When Jesunases want to get out, the rest will be sold.  The units will be operated the same as they are now.  The condo owners will be allowed a set time (1-2 weeks per year) to use their units.

Northern Environmental has prepared the condo plat drawings.  The next process is to have the City sign of approval of the plat drawings as presented.  Mr. Jesunas will file the documents with Price County.  Mr. Jesunas’ attorney will draw up the next documents in the next 4-5 weeks.  The properties will become 6 different properties.
Additionally, Mr. Jesunas informed the Commission that the doors and windows were being replaced.  Log siding is being applied for the northwoods look.  

Jesunases will hold the hotel management contract.  When the property is sold, it will be as a resort – not year long living.  The property will continue to be run as it has been for the past 18 years.

Upson/Johnson motioned to recommend approval of the Red Pine Condominium plat drawings, as prepared by Northern Environmental and presented by Mr. Jesunas, to the Common Council.  Carried.

Johnson/Upson motioned to adjourn the meeting.  Meeting adjourned at 6:16 P.M.
