Meeting Minutes

Phillips Planning Commission

June 14, 2007

Chair Jeff Fahl called the meeting of the Phillips Planning Commission to order at 5:30 p.m.

Commission members present:  Jeff Fahl, Jenny LaChance, Joe Perkins, Les Zorn, Linda Johnson, and Dean Upson.  

Also in attendance:  Rachel and Erik Kann, Jody DeLasky, Barbara Nyberg, Gertrude Morrow, Ryan Foytik and Mary Willett.

Perkins/LaChance motioned to open the public hearing to receive comments and discussion on the request for the rezone from R-1 to C-1 as requested by Rachel Hill Kann at 395 S Avon Avenue.  On a voice vote, 6-0, the Commission convened the public hearing.

Rachel Kann introduced herself, husband Erik and provided biographical background.  She is a local citizen; parents are Archie and Sally Hill. She has been grooming since 2002.  She is a member of: National Dog Groomer Association, International Association of Canine Professionals, National K9 Trainers Association, Certified Professional Dog Trainer Associate and has a Canine Good Citizen Evaluation.  A state of the art pet grooming salon floor plan was presented.  Ms. Kann said that she had designed the space for use as a pet boutique:  80% of the business is grooming, no boarding and also pet massage.  The hours of operation would be 8 a.m. – 5 p.m. – perhaps sometimes later.  The clients would go home the same day they would come in. Drop offs would occur morning and noon.  She envisioned a parking lot of the street.  She planned to have soundproofing on the back wall where the cages are located and would be installing an AC system to reduce any possible noise.  The outside is still conceptual; she was waiting for approvals before moving further forward.  The sale of the lot to her is conditioned upon being able to change the zoning from residential to commercial.  Ms. Kann explained that she sought a lot location off of Highway 13 for the safety of the pets.
Barb Nyberg, 396 S Lake Avenue:  I go along with what you are doing.  I would rather have a home there.  I have grandchildren there a lot.

Rachel Kann:  I would keep it as good as I possibly could.

Ryan Foytik, 375 S Avon Avenue:  I am concerned with the appearance.  Will trees be taken out?  What will it look like in 5 years?
Rachel:  I have been planning to do this for a long time.  I worked to help run Critter Sitters.  I want to run this as a first class, attractive business.  I plan it to be professional and successful.

Erik Kann:  The center of the property has lilacs, and those would have to be removed.  We want to leave as many trees as possible.

Jody DeLasky:  I understand the neighbors are concerned.  I have worked with Rachel and Erik for many years.  They are very clean and take great pride in what they do.

Gertrude Morrow, 376 S Lake Avenue:  I have nothing against industry but I prefer it remain residential.

Elvis Presley, 384 S Avon Avenue – Clerk Willett relayed the message – I am more than happy to see the changed zoning.  I am all for it.  IT will bring in some more tax dollars to the City of Phillips.

Johnson/Upson motioned to close the public hearing at 6:00 p.m.  On a 6-0 voice vote, the motion carried and the public hearing closed.

Johnson/Perkins motioned to recommend to Council to grant a change in the zoning from R-1 to C-1, contingent upon the sale of the property to Erik and Rachel Kann.  Joe Perkins felt that you cannot refuse the request for the zoning change because of NIMBY (not in my backyard).  He stated that it is not appeal able and is no basis to deny the request.  He also did not want to restrict potential commercial zoning. Jenny LaChance would like to have seen a conceptual drawing.  The motion carried 6-0, with no abstentions.

Perkins/Johnson motioned to adjourn.  Carried.  Meeting adjourned at 6:10 p.m.
