Meeting Minutes
Phillips Planning Commission

August 23, 2007

Chair Jeffrey Fahl called the meeting of the Phillips’ Planning Commission to order at 5:38 p.m.

Commission members present, in addition to the Mayor, were:  Jenny LaChance, Joe Perkins, Les Zorn, Linda Johnson, & Mike Henningfeld.  Additionally, Roger Samuels, Deanna Hertlein, Mary Willett, and Cindy Williams (6:10 p.m.).

The petitioner could not appear until she was done with work for the day, so the Commission moved forward with the agenda.

LaChance/Johnson motioned to approve the minutes of May 24th and July 26th, 2007.  Carried.

The next meeting/public hearing was set for Thursday September 13, 2007 at 5:30 p.m.

There have been two new businesses inquiring about regulations for mobile businesses.  Clerk Willett will conduct some research to see what other municipalities are doing in this regard and report back to the Commission.

At 6:10 p.m., Johnson/LaChance motioned to open the pubic hearing. Carried.

Cindy Williams presented her proposal to operate a part-time, single hair salon (by appointment only) on the porch of the residence at 240 Forest Avenue.  Traffic for the salon would be controlled. It is 9’ x 24’ and she would put a sign out front.  It is an insulated and useable room. Water and heat is accessible, but it must be remodeled, if approved, to add a sink and the fixtures. Currently, Jody Gehrke is the owner and the operation proposal has the owner’s approval.  
Mike Henningfeld:  Will you be meeting the ADA requirements?

Cindy Williams:  It is not mandatory but I would like to.

Les Zorn:  How will you handle parking?

Cindy Williams:  With one chair – the street will handle the parking.

Jeff Fahl:  9’ x 24’ is rather small.

Cindy Williams:  I will be inspected and approved by the Dept of Regulations & Licensing before I open.  My sign will read:  “Destiny Images – A Custom Hairstyling”  I do hair the way the customer wants the hair cut or styled.

Mike Henningfeld:  What are your hours?

Cindy Williams:  9 to 1 to start with – 6:30 -9:30 p.m. by appointment only.

Deanna Hertlein (290 Forest Avenue):  I have no problem with it.  If there is parking on both sides of Forest Avenue, no one can get through.  This salon will help make the neighborhood and that area of the block twenty times quieter than what it is right now.

Roger Samuel (311 Forest Avenue): Does the City require a width for commercial?  Trailer park traffic is a problem.

Clerk Willett explained the conditional use permit – that it is for persons wishing to operate a business out of their homes – only.

Jenny LaChance:  Is there a driveway?

Cindy:  Yes.  3-4 vehicles can be parked nose to tail.

Deanna:  However, you need to be able to park and exit.

Clerk Willett:  Pastor Reiff came to City Hall impart the church Board’s decision for the Commission that the church will not be offering the use of their parking lot which is adjacent to the residence for the hair salon parking.

Johnson/LaChance motioned to close the public hearing at 6:32 p.m.  Carried.

LaChance/Johnson motioned to recommend to the City Council to approve the conditional use permit for Cindy Williams at 240 Forest Avenue with the recommendation that customers use the driveway when possible for parking.  Carried unanimously.

Cindy Williams thanked everyone.

The Commission reviewed all of the highlighted areas on the sign ordinance copy that was distributed – it contained all of the proposed language from the past several meetings.  Clerk Willett will update the document for final approval before requesting input from the business community to prepare for the public hearing on the ordinance.

Johnson/Henningfeld motioned to adjourn.  Carried.  Meeting adjourned at 7:00 p.m.
