Johnson/Perkins motioned to open the public hearing at 5:34 p.m.  Carried.

Charlotte Brendel explained that she would like to change the zoning on her property at 316 N. Lake Avenue from R-1 to C-1(m) for purposes of renting it out weekly as a tourist home/motel.  She will be targeting older people who would like to be within walking distance of the downtown.  There are several couples who come to the Phillips’ area for fishing. Hunting, and other reasons and the spouse is left in the country.  She sees a niche that she feels she can fill.
