Meeting Minutes

Phillips’ Planning Commission

Public Hearing – Four Seasons Pavilion Rezoning

January 8, 2008

Mayor Fahl, Chair of the Phillips’ Planning Commission opened the meeting at 5:31 p.m.

Planning Commission members in attendance were:  Mayor Fahl, Jenny La Chance, Joe Perkins, Les Zorn, Linda Johnson and Dean Upson.

Also in attendance at the hearing were:  Bruce Marshall, Marie Shukala, Sharon Shukala, Dorothy Hanish, David Wieland, Susan Wieland, Butch & Edith Weber, Ginger Geng, Tony Budaj and Mary Willett. 

Mike Henningfeld attended by speaker phone and had Mayor Fahl bring the materials describing the project to he meeting.

Johnson/LaChance motioned to open the public hearing and receive comments at 5:33 p.m.

Tony Budaj of 985 Darrel – My property is 300’ down the lake from the property which is set to have the pavilion placed on it.
As I review the cover letter of the materials about the pavilion – a couple of things catch my attention: meetings-dinner-social gatherings – Who can use it?

I requested use of the pavilion in Chapman Park and I was told I could use it if I bought a lot in the Four Seasons Subdivision.  

Mike Henningfeld:  It is available to the public – community, & church group or nonprofits for a $50 deposit.  $100 rental fee on the building to anyone who would like to rent it.  Rental fee may be different.  It will be limited to 50 people.  It will be privately funded.

Tony Budaj:  I would not like to see another tavern – another Harbor View.  Are you applying for a liquor license?

Mike H.:  No.

Tony Budaj:  You (Mike Henningfeld) must come and address whatever concerns are raised.  This facility cannot automatically be converted.  You (Mike H.) must get your conditions approved.
Bruce Marshall:  This is not the venue to debate conditional use.

Tony Budaj:  Thank you.

David Wieland of 226 Shaw Street:  3 days is not enough time to find out about this project.  I want more time to find out how this will affect my property taxes.

Ginger Geng of 244 Shaw Street:  I built my house 16 years ago and have a set income.  The other pavilion is not being used.  Who will be able to use this?

Jeff Fahl:  The zoning Change from R-1 to C-2 and a Conditional Use Permit are needed for this property to go forward as proposed by Four Seasons. 

Ginger – I think this public hearing should be postponed until Mike Henningfeld can show up for himself and answer questions for the whole neighborhood.

Dorothy Hanish:  who owns Four Seasons?

Mike Henningfeld:  It is owned by a Four Seasons, a division of Barry Weimiller.
Mike:  Lot 10 – 100’ x 133’ will be the parking lot for the pavilion.

Mary Willett – I neglected to send the notices by registered mail or having the police department hand deliver – I sent them regular mail – so we should reschedule the hearing with the conditional use item noticed for the hearing and the agenda.

Bruce Marshall – I think it would be a good idea to reschedule this public hearing so that it is clear that the conditional use permit that is required of all C-2 properties – is properly noticed and addressed.

LaChance/Johnson motioned to close the public hearing at 6:04 p.m.  Carried.

Mike:  The literature that I distributed tonight will be used at the next public hearing.  I am available to answer any questions and discuss the project with any of you.

The public hearing was reset for Tuesday February 5th at 6:00 pm.

La Chance/Perkins motioned to close the meeting.  Carried.  Meeting adjourned at 6:18 p.m.
