Meeting Minutes
Phillips Planning Commission Public Hearing

April 29, 2008

Jeff Fahl called the meeting of the Phillips Planning Commission to order at 5:30 p.m.

Present:  Jeff Fahl, Jenny LaChance, Joe Perkins, Deanna Hertlein, Linda Johnson, Dan Upson, Mike Henningfeld, Bruce Marshall, Mark Brzeskiewicz, 

Trevor and Ashley Raskie, Debra Raskie and Mary Willett.

LaChance/Johnson motioned to open the public hearing at 5:31 p.m.

Mark Brzeskiewicz, Secretary/Treasurer of the Phillips Industrial Committee (IDC) presented the request for the zoning change to the Planning Commission.

Trevor Raskie stated that there were not many places with commercial zoning in the City to build for a salon, such as one proposed by his wife Ashley.

Planning Commission members asked questions about the proposal and questioned a service industry locating in the North Business Park.

Mike Henningfeld asked Clerk Willett to get the TIF (Tax Increment Finance) District plan and information to check on the requirements for the North Business Park in the formation of the TIF.

Mary Willett brought forward the documents and reviewed.  The Resolution forming the TIF #4 district stated that only Industrial zoning would be acceptable in the North Business Park during the life of the TIF #4 District.

Bruce Marshall stated that in his opinion this would appear to nullify the request for the zoning change.

Mark Brzeskiewicz  said he would like the City to check to see if this resolution was binding or if there were a way to reconsider the stated zoning.
Mary Willett said she would check with the law firm Quarles and Brady for an opinion since the firm had just been involved in the amendment of TIF #4 during the fall of 2007.
Mark Brzeskiewicz said the opinion would be appreciated.

Mary Willett also told Mark Brzeskiewicz that she would copy the TIF #4 documents and resolution and give to him to review with the Phillips IDC.

LaChance/Johnson motioned to close the public hearing at 6:12 p.m.

Henningfeld/LaChance motioned to deny the zoning change request by the Phillips IDC based on the Resolution forming the TIF #4 District that disallows any zoning except I-1.  Carried.

Based on comments regarding the commercial zoning opportunities in the City of Phillips, the Commission set a meeting for May 14, 2008 at 5:30 p.m. to review the zoning map for commercial zoning possibilities.
A meeting was scheduled for the Commission on May 29, 2008 at 5:30 p.m. for the purpose of meting with the business community regarding the new sign ordinance draft.

Johnson/LaChance motioned to adjourn the meeting.  Carried.  The meeting adjourned at 6:33 p.m.
