Meeting Minutes

Phillips Planning Commission Public Hearing

Thursday May 21, 2009

Chair Jeffrey Fahl opened the meeting of the Phillips Planning Commission at 6:00 p.m.

Present:  Jeffrey Fahl, Linda Johnson, Jenny LaChance, Mike Henningfeld, Deanna Hertlein, Adam, Trisha and Sam Kielsmeier, Dorothy Hanish, Bruce Marshall and Mary Willett.

Johnson/LaChance motioned to open the public hearing at 6:03 p.m.

No public came forward to testify or offer comment.

City Attorney Bruce Marshall gave the history of the parcel to be rezoned for consistency with the adjacent property which are both being purchased by the same parties.

LaChance/Hertlein motioned to close the public hearing at 6:08 p.m.

Henningfeld/Johnson motioned to recommend to the common council the zoning change from A-1 to I-1 the parcel as described and as pictured in the attached map. The motion carried unanimously.

The Commission received and reviewed the Petition for Amendment to the City of Phillips Zoning Code to Determine Placement of Flea Markets, Farmers Markets and Mini-Storage Warehouse Uses as presented by Mayor Fahl.

It was determined by the commission that further research was necessary for consideration of zoning changes and needs for flea markets and farmers markets.

Mini-storage warehousing was deemed necessary by the full committee.  Henningfeld/Johnson motioned to proceed with a public hearing on the mini-storage warehousing considerations for Zones C-1, C-2, A-1 and I-1 as conditional uses.  The motion passed with no dissenting votes.

Adam Kielsmeier offered information to the commission regarding his intentions to request a permit to operate a flea market and intermittent estate auctions in the city of Phillips.  Adam further explained garage sales are not well attended outside the city, by allowing a flea market the people who live in the country would have an opportunity to also sell used items.

The meeting adjourned at 6:50 p.m.
