DISCUSSION-ACTION ITEMS:

1. Discussion and input on the City of Phillips Comprehensive Plan.  Below are the changes recommend at tonight’s meeting.

a. Sheldon mailed out the draft plan.  He wants to go over the Goals and objectives of the plan.  The new was bolded a little bit.

b. Objectives might think about being consistent as far as wording.  Economic development visiting businesses and about annual visits combine to stream line the wording.

c. Who should represent the city as far as contacting the businesses?

d. Add the IDC and the City should formally reach out to the industry.

e. The Mayor technically represents the City but he could designate someone if he can’t make it.

f. Discussion on some wording.

g. Put some of this info online at the Cities website.

h. Some of the recommendations were created back in 1999 when the city created the original comprehensive master plan was done.

i. The city if open to helping establish education if it comes our way.

j. Housing recommendations.  Rental inspections annually should be changed to doing it by complaint instead. There are a lot of substandard houses and people don’t say anything.  This is to get a dialog going with the county as a whole.  It needs to start someplace.  Details would come after an ordinance would be discussed.

k. The comprehensive plan is like a wish list of what we would like to see happen.  Doesn’t mean it is going to become a reality.  And this is a 20 year document.

l. The city has a housing ordinance but doesn’t have teeth in it for rental units.

m. All recommendations are ongoing.  This plan needs to be updated every 10 years. But it should be looked at more.

n. The city has a room tax on lodging.  The business charges 3% of the gross and then 2% stay’s with the owner and 8% stay’s with the city and the remainder goes to the chamber.  The city would like the townships to also do this.  Wording change with lodging in front of the room tax.

o. County Economic Development Agent.  Should use social media to help get the word out of friendliness of the City of Phillips.

p. Planning Commission should have a goal of reviewing this during the year.  Do a report to the public.  Get some pride out in the community.

q. Discussion on duplications and other miscellaneous items.
