Purpose: Convert existing cold storage building(s) to individual storage units for commercial and public rental and the possibility of converting the remainder of the buildings in the future. The plan is also to include building additional storage units in the future.

The city ordinance allows for self-service storage facilities and mini-warehouse facilities in industrial zoned areas under a conditional use per the amendment adopted on July 9, 2009.  The question was brought up again about if the conditional use goes with the property or the owner.  Revak pulled out the ordinance book and the definition of a conditional use is “a use of a special nature that can be permitted in a zoning district in which it would not ordinarily be a permitted use because of the additional safeguards that would be place upon it by the zoning agency”   Under 17.56 (5) MAPPING AND RECORDING  it states that “When a conditional use permit is granted, an appropriate record shall be made of the land use and building permits and such grant shall be applicable solely to the structures, use and property so described”.  Under 17.56 (6) TERMINATION “Where a permitted conditional use does not continue in conformity with the conditions of the original approval, the conditional use permit shall be terminated by action of the Planning Commission”.
