August 11, 2015
The meeting was called to order by Mayor Peterson at 5:00 p.m. on August 11, 2015.  Those present included:

DISCUSSION-ACTION ITEMS:

1. Perkins/Henningfeld motioned to open the public hearing at 5:08  Carried
2. Requestor:  Marge Zaves
Address: 146 N Avon Ave.
Purpose: Re-zone property from C-1 Commercial to R-1 Residential as is it currently being used.
Revak explained that back in 1985 the city created zoning.  They zoned the 100 block of N Avon C-1 Commercial without really considering the houses located there.  Marge Zaves would like to sell her house but the banks won’t loan out money because if anything happened to the house, or if no one lived in it for 12 months, it couldn’t be rebuilt.  Attorney Marshall stated the re-zoning would not create an island within a commercial district as the houses on the backside are R-1 Residential.
3. Henningfeld/Kempkes motioned to close the public hearing at 5:13pm.

4. LaChance/Henningfeld motioned to accept the minutes from the July 14, 2015 public hearing/meeting as presented.  Carried
5. Henningfeld/LaChance motioned to recommend to the Common Council to allow the re-zoning of property located at 146 N Avon Ave from C-1 Commercial to R-1 Residential.  Carried
6. The sign ordinance was discussed and it was decided that more discussion needs to take place.  Delores Gradinjan has put in a lot of time on a new City of Phillips welcome sign only to find out that the City’s ordinance only allows for 100 sq ft and the state allows for 150 sq ft.  Attorney Marshall presented an amendment to the current ordinance which would allow for the new sign to be installed but does feel the sign ordinance as a whole needs to be addressed.  This will be addressed at the council meeting tonight and a public hearing set.
