DISCUSSION-ACTION ITEMS:

1. LaChance/Henningfeld motioned to open the public hearing   Time: 5:02

Amendment to the current zoning ordinance C-1 Commercial to allow for apartments as a conditional use in a C-1 Commercial district with restrictions of no more than 50% of street level alley side & 100% of all other levels.
Discussion:  LaChance stated she felt the city was letting the Genie out of the bottle and will never get it back.  She doesn’t want to see ground level apartments. She feels bad they bought a non-compliant building. Davette and Lynn explained again why they want this and they feel no business will want to be in the back of the building.  Lynn stated that if it doesn’t go through the city would have to go through downtown and address all the other apartments in the downtown area.
