Police Committee

Meeting Minutes

January 27, 2000

Chair Perkins called the meeting to order at 4:02 PM in the council room, Municipal Center, Phillips. Committee members present: Joe Perkins, Patti Wenzel, Bill McBain, Mayor Henningfeld, and Lee V. Lamoreaux. Committee members absent:  None.

Visitors present: Police Chief Moore, Assistant Police Chief Lobermeier, Cindy Lobermeier, and Virginia Myers.

Motion by Mrs. Wenzel, seconded by Mr. McBain accepting the minutes of the meetings held on December 28, 1999 and January 11, 2000. Carried.

The following are comments related to work shift scheduling of the Assistant Police Chief:

Police Chief Moore: All three of the following functions work well when the Assistant Chief and Chief are on the same schedule: Patrol, Management, and Supervision. The day shift schedule is excellent for training purposes, and development of a possible future team leader. Most calls for department service come in during the daytime.

Contrary to Mayor Henningfeld’s directive, I scheduled the Assistant Chief to a dayshift on January 18 and January 28, 2000, because no one else was available. (Chief Moore’s comment)

Mrs. Wenzel: I understand that Assistant Chief Lobermeier is the investigator for the department. Assistant Chief Lobermeier: Most investigation duties are done during daytime hours.

Motion by Mrs. Wenzel, seconded by Mr. McBain to recommend to the Common Council that authority be delegated to the Police Chief to schedule the work shifts of the Assistant Police Chief. Carried.

Chief Moore outlined the following department activities during December and January:

1. Handled traffic during the Chamber Christmas parade.

2. Officer Crepinsek conducted snowmobile safety training for groups of young people.

3. Crossing guard traffic problems are being worked out at the corner of Turner Street and Flambeau Avenue. Committee members asked Chief Moore to advise said members of possible ways to resolve these safety problems.

4. Many drug related investigations are ongoing.

5. Worked a large embezzlement case.

6. Working on the completion of a case involving the theft of a gas truck.

7. Officers are currently involved in patrol Officer In-Service-Training.
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8. A computer purchase through Dell will cost $1,556.45, government discount applied.

9. Don Watt has offered to give the candy machine located in the foyer of the Municipal Center to the department. Committee members felt that the machine should be given to a Youth Group Organization as a fund raising project.

Chief Moore informed committee members that Officer Clapero is currently working in a vacant full time job position, at a full time hourly rate, although he is a part time officer.

Committee members set the next date of the meeting of the Police Committee as March 1, 2000 at 4:00 PM.

Motion by Mrs. Wenzel, seconded by Mr. McBain to adjourn. Carried.

Meeting adjourned at 5:05 PM.
