Police Committee

Meeting Minutes

April 18, 2000

Chair Perkins called the meeting to order at 3:00 PM in the council room, Municipal Center, Phillips. Committee members present: Joe Perkins, Patti Wenzel, Bill McBain and Lee V. Lamoreaux. Committee member absent: Mayor Henningfeld.

Visitors present:  Police Chief Moore and Henry Shepherd.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Ms. Wenzel accepting the minutes of the meeting held on March 28, 2000, as presented. Carried.

The following are comments/discussion items:

Police Chief Moore:
Cost of materials involved in the installation of cabinetry in the evidence room will cost approximately $1,000.00.  A line item in the 2000 police budget will cover cost of this project.

Vehicles parking close to intersections on State Highway 13 in the City obstruct vision of drivers pulling out from the side streets.

Perhaps corner parking to be restricted to compact cars.

Mr. McBain: The intersection of County Highway H and State Highway 13 is a traffic problem area.

Mrs. Wenzel: Drivers have to be extra cautious at street intersections. What is the definition of a compact car?

Mr. Perkins: Are all police staff training opportunities made available to all officers? Police Chief Moore: Yes. Upon inquiry of Mr. Perkins, Chief Moore stated that in the absence of both the Chief and Assistant Chief, other officers are trained in investigative work.

Police Chief Moore presented committee members with material related to web-site policing, a project being completed by Police Secretary Engeldinger.

Police Chief Moore presented committee members with copies of a pro​posed amendment to Section 9.05(2), Public Peace And Good Order. Mrs. Wenzel stated that Go-Karts should be inserted in this proposed amendment. Chief Moore further stated that Pedal-Karts should also be inserted in this proposed amendment.

Motion by Mr. Perkins, seconded by Mrs. Wenzel to recommend to the Common Council the setting of a public hearing date for the proposed amendment to section 9.05(2), Public Peace And Good Order. Carried.
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Motion by Mrs. Wenzel, seconded by Mr. McBain to recommend to the Common Council the setting of a public hearing date for the proposed adoption of Wisconsin State Statutes 346.945 (Rules of the Road), and 350.101 (Snowmobiles). Carried.

Committee members reviewed department invoices received to date in the month of April, 2000.

Mr. Perkins informed committee members of the following developments:

1. The Laurie Morrison lawsuit against the City of Phillips has been dropped.

2. The Price County Traffic Commission will meet in the Price County Board Room on June 1, 2000.

3. Next Police Committee meeting date: May 30, 2000 at 2:00 PM.

4. A letter has been issued by the Phillips Volunteer Fire Department relating to the question of response to structure fires and vehicle accidents by both the fire department and ambulance association. Reps. from both groups will be discussing this proposal at a future date.

Motion by Mrs. Wenzel, seconded by Mr. McBain to adjourn. Carried.
