Meeting Minutes

June 28, 2000

Chair Perkins called the meeting to order at 2:00 PM in the council room, Municipal Center, Phillips. Committee members present: Joe Perkins, Bill McBain, Patti Wenzel, and Lee V. Lamoreaux. Mayor Corcilius, absent.

Visitors present: Sheriff Heitkemper, John Pelton, Police Chief Moore, and Sam Johnson.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mrs. Wenzel accepting the minutes of the meeting held on May 30, 2000. Carried.

Mrs. Wenzel questioned the $300.00 over budget expenditure in 2000 Budget Line Item, Police Department Community Education. Chief Moore stated that expenditures reflected the operation of the Bicycle Safety Program. Expenditures were offset by donations received from local business people and others.

Sheriff Heitkemper informed committee members that the dispatch system operated by the Price County Sheriff’s Department involved fire departments, ambulance services, police departments, state patrol, and D.N.R., located in the Price County area. The sheriff’s department is working on a program of uniformity in dispatch services. Safety of public is of primary concern. Sheriff Heitkemper further stated that a Joint Powers Agreement is needed between the Phillips Police Depart​ment and the Price County Sheriff’s Department.

Chief Moore asked committee consideration of the hire of a part time patrolman to work between 200 and 300 hours a year for the department.

Motion by Mrs. Wenzel, seconded by Mr. McBain recommending the hire of a part time patrolman, pending review by City Attorney Bilz. Carried.

Mr. Perkins stated that speeders on North Minnow Lake Road are a problem.

Motion by Mrs. Wenzel, seconded by Mr. McBain recommending the date for a public hearing for the proposed adoption of Wisconsin State Statute 346.922, Transporting Children In Cargo Areas. Carried.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mr. Perkins recommending hall rental as requested by Ray Kangas for a gun show. Committee members voting aye: Mr. McBain and Mr. Perkins. Committee member voting nay: Mrs. Wenzel. Carried.

Chief Moore stated that an officer from the Park Falls Police Depart​ment is presenting a program titled Sexual Assault Education to law enforcement agencies in the Price County area.

Motion by Mrs. Wenzel, seconded by Mr. McBain recommending payment of department invoices, as reviewed. Carried.
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Motion by Mrs. Wenzel, seconded by Mr. McBain to adjourn. Carried.
