Police Committee

Meeting Minutes

August 30, 2000

Chair Perkins called the meeting to order at 2:30 PM in the council room, Municipal Center, Phillips. Committee members present: Joe Perkins, Patti Wenzel, Bill McBain, Mayor Corcilius, and Lee V. Lamoreaux. Committee members absent:  None.

Visitors present: City Attorney Bilz, Norb Koch, Asst. Chief Lobermeier, Chief Moore, Officer Crepinsek, and John Pelton.

Mr. Koch informed committee members that skateboarders are a danger to his customers going in and out of the laundromat on Maple Street.  He asked committee members to consider closing off the first block of Maple Street to skateboarders.

Mrs. Wenzel commented that people sitting on city benches are complain​ing of being harassed by police. Chief Moore stated that there are individuals creating a nuisance around bench sitting areas.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mrs. Wenzel approving the minutes of the meeting held on July 19, 2000. Carried.

City Attorney Bilz informed committee members that the City may not have the authority to change speed limits on County Highways H and D. Price County has jurisdiction over county highways.

Chief Moore briefed committee members on the following Year 2001 budget projections:

1. 3.3% planned increase on base pay of department employees.

2. There are two projected retirements anticipated in 2001: One full time position and one part time position.

3. $7,000 is being budgeted under Contract Services for a new soft​ware program.

4. The purchase of a new squad car is planned under Capital Outlay.

Motion by Mrs. Wenzel, seconded by Mr. McBain establishing a job position hiring policy that would incorporate advertising, interviewing process, etc., to be incorporated into the personnel Handbook. Carried.

Committee members decided to not reopen the police union contract re​garding the residency requirement for full time officers pertaining to the ten minute response time.

Motion by Mrs. Wenzel, seconded by Mr. McBain to place an ad for in​terested individuals to apply for a part time officer job position/ positions. Carried.

Mrs. Wenzel left the meeting at

3:24 PM to honor another commitment.
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Trails management and hours of operation pertaining to snowmobiles should accommodate accessibility to city businesses, motels, and gas stations, as much as possible.

City Attorney Bilz and Mayor Corcilius

left the meeting at 3:42 PM to honor

other commitments.

Motion by Mr. Perkins, seconded by Mr. McBain authorizing Chief Moore to advertise for a crossing guard/guards, subject to the establishment of a rate of pay by the Personnel-Budget Committee, and a job interview with a interview committee. Said position would cover the Phillips Elementary School area, corner of Turner Street and Flambeau Avenue. Carried.

Chief Moore plans to purchase three radar units: $194 city share, $2,760 state share.

Prisoner/Prisoners exchange at a midway point between the Park Falls Police Department and the Phillips Police Department could present a liability, if someone attempted an escape. Cooperation between the two police departments has worked out well to date.

Motion by Mr. Perkins, seconded by Mr. McBain to recommend payment of department invoices as presented. Carried.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mr. Perkins to adjourn. Carried.
