Meeting Minutes

September 27, 2000

Chair Perkins called the meeting to order at 3:03 PM in the council room, Municipal Center, Phillips. Committee members present: Joe Perkins, Patti Wenzel, Bill McBain, and Lee V. Lamoreaux, Committee member absent: Mayor Corcilius.

Visitors present: John Pelton, Assistant Chief Lobermeier, Chief Moore, Frank Dusek, and Officer Dosch.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mrs. Wenzel to accept the minutes of meetings held on August 30 and September 13, 2000. Carried. The following are comments:

Officer Dosch:
What are committee views on short and long range planning objectives of the department?

Mrs. Wenzel: Future planning, not overplanninq, is important, along with cost control. I do not anticipate a reduction in department staffing at this time.

Mr. McBain: I would recommend continued 24 hour coverage. I believe adequate services are being provided by department staff.

Chief Moore: 2 applications have been received for the part time crossing guard job position.

Asst. Chief Lobermeier: Why were funds not set aside for the squad car account in Budget Year 2000. Mr. Perkins: The council chose not to set funds aside for this account.

The following are comments on snowmobile trails management:

Chief Moore: The city trail system ends at Ball Amoco. Complaints of noise generated by snowmobiles have been received by residents living near the Timber Inn Motel. Local snowmobile club organizations have promoted safe snowmobiling.

Mr. Dusek. Price County snowmobile Trails Association: The curfew for in-city snowmobiles operation is 11:30 PM. The inclusive times of operation is between 6:30 AM and 11:30 PM on any given day. These hours of operation were set several years ago to accommodate shift changes at the former Lionite Hardboard Plant.

Committee members suggested that Chief Moore and Mr. Dusek check into a possible change/adjustment of curfew hour.

Chief Moore has received several applications for the advertised part time patrolman opening/openings. He will confer with the committee on possible interview recommendations.
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Price County Highway Department is installing speed limit signs to accommodate city recommendations on County Highways D and H, sections located within the city limits.

Chief Moore recommended pay adjustments for nonunion department employes for Budget Year 2001, and approximately $8,700.00 to cover a lease/purchase agreement pertaining to purchase of a new squad car.

Motion by Mrs. Wenzel, seconded by Mr. McBain recommending payment of invoices, as reviewed. Carried.

Motion by Mrs. Wenzel, seconded by Mr. McBain to adjourn. Carried.
