Police Committee

Meeting Minutes

October 10, 2000

Chair Perkins called the meeting to order at 4:05 PM in the council room, Municipal Center, Phillips. Committee members present: Bill McBain and Joe Perkins. Committee member absent: Patti Wenzel.

Visitors present: Police Chief Moore and Assistant Police Chief Lobermeier. Lee V. Lamoreaux, Committee Secretary.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mr. Perkins setting the date of November 8, 2000 for a public hearing on proposed amendments/additions to Section 1 of the Municipal Code relating to school crossing guard, Section 9 of the Municipal Code relating to play vehicles, and adoption of Wisconsin State Statute 346.465, relating to school crossing guard. Carried.

The following items were discussed pertaining to Year 2001 Department

Budget:

1. Lease/purchase of new squad car: 1st year $8,713.32, includes installation of specific equipment. Interest payment portion of cost is 8.35%. $7,913.32 lease/purchase 1st year payment.

2. Earmark $6,000.00 to be placed in Squad Car Replacement Fund.

3. $2,000.00 for cost of labor union negotiations.

4. Computer software purchase projected at $5,000.00.

5. 3.3% increase on base pay for all nonrepresented employees. Chief Moore recommended pay adjustments for nonrepresented employees: Police Secretary Engeldinger, Assistant Chief Lobermeier, and Chief Moore. Mr. Perkins commended Chief Moore for his presentation of requested pay adjustments. Mr. Perkins and Mr. McBain felt that the department budget will be hefty as currently proposed to the point where recommended pay adjustments can not be considered at this time. They stated that said adjustments should be presented for further consideration in future budget years.

6. Chief Moore stated that $600.00 could be saved by determining the current job position staffed by Officer Clapero, a part time officer, as a salaried position rather than an hourly rate job position.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mr. Perkins to continue with present staffing levels with proposed payroll of $257,732.00, Option 1, as presented by Chief Moore. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Perkins, seconded by Mr. McBain to recommend to the Personnel-Budget Committee a proposed department budget of $470,003.26 for Budget Year 2001. Carried.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mr. Perkins to adjourn, carried.
