1. The proposed 2001 department budget shows expenditures totaling $462,026.00.

2. The Price County Sheriffs Department will no longer provide security at school dances for the School District of Phillips.

Mrs. Wenzel expressed concern about the hours of Trick Or Treat activities. She felt that said activities should begin at 5:00 PM to accommodate working parents who should be at home with their children, and/or with them during Trick Or Treat activities.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mrs. Wenzel to recommend to the Common Council cost sharing of security detail at school dances for the School District of Phillips in the following manner: 50% cost shared by the City of Phillips, 50% cost shared by the School District of Phillips. If the School District of Phillips is not open to cost sharing, then 100% cost billed to the School District of Phillips. Carried.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mrs. Wenzel recommending payment of department invoices to the Common Council, as reviewed. Carried.
