Meeting Minutes

February 28, 2001

Chair Perkins called the meeting to order at 4:15 PM in the council room, Municipal Center, Phillips. Committee members present: Dorothy Hanish, Joe Perkins, Bill McBain, and Lee V.

Lamoreaux.  Committee members absent: None.

Visitors present: City Attorney Bilz, Assistant Chief Lobermeier, and Chief Moore.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mrs. Hanish to receive and place on file the minutes of the meeting held on January 31, 2001. Carried.

City Attorney Bilz informed committee members that it was his opinion, based on legal research, that applications filed by applicants for either operators’ permits, or business owners’ permits, to sell fermented malt/alcohol would be sufficient for a background check as referred to in Wisconsin State Statutes.

Motion by Mrs. Hanish, seconded by Mr. McBain to require a state background check on original applicants for operators permits, and business owners’ for Class B, and/or Class A Retail Combination Licenses. Applicants for operators’ permits shall pay $25.00 for the original permit. The current fee of $10.00 for operators’ licenses shall remain in effect for renewals. Carried.

The owner of the Freight House is interested in securing temporary parking on County Highway H, between North Lake Avenue and Depot Road, to accommodate trucks with food supplies for unloading.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mrs. Hanish to recommend to the Common Council the hire of Officer Ron Clapero to fill the current full time patrolman job position. carried.

Assistant Chief Lobermeier informed committee members that the older computer/computers in the department offices cannot keep up with the newer computer program recently installed. A tower (data processor) with a faster processor is needed to keep up with the current computer program. Said tower update could cost between $400 and $600.

Committee members asked City Attorney Bilz to review a proposed curfew ordinance passed out to committee members by Assistant Chief Lobermeier.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mrs. Hanish recommending payment of department invoices, as reviewed. Carried.

Motion by Mrs. Hanish, seconded by Mr. McBain to adjourn. Carried.
