Meeting Minutes

April 25, 2001

Chair Perkins called the meeting to order at 3:32 PM in the council room, Municipal Center, Phillips. Committee members present: Joe Perkins, Leon Namtzu, and Bill McBain.

Others present: Lee V. Lamoreaux, Police Chief Moore, and Assistant Police Chief Lobermeier.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mr. Namtzu to receive and place on file the minutes of meeting held on March 27, 2001, with the follow​ing amendment addition: Mr. Perkins stated that 24 hour coverage shall be provided by department personnel, and cost of coverage, if overtime, reported to Committee. Carried.

Chief Moore informed Committee members of the following developments:

1. Anticipates retirement of following officers: Officer Denny in May, 2001, and (possibly) Officer Dosch in July, 2001.

2. Recommend the filling of the full time position, being vacated by Officer Denny, by a part time officer. Pay rate, part time or full time, to be recommended by the Police Committee.

3. An ad for additional part time patrolman/patrolmen to fill the projected possible job vacancy created by Officer Dosch may be considered.

4. The Price County Highway Department will paint curbs and erect signs related to loading zone/zones parking by the Freight House.

5. The department will not participate in ads of a commercial nature that claim the department as a supporter.

Mr. Perkins read a letter received from Chuck Hahn, Northern Lights, claiming excessive policing of his establishment (tavern). Mr. Perkins will talk to Mr. Hahn and invite him to a Police Committee meeting to voice his concerns.

Mr. Perkins asked Police Chief Moore to provide council members with a list of changes to the Phillips Police Department Policies and Pro​cedures Manual.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mr. Namtzu recommending reviewed invoices for payment consideration to the Common Council. Carried.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mr. Namtzu to adjourn. Carried.
