Police Committee

Meeting Minutes

May 31, 2001

Chair Perkins called the meeting to order at 3:02 PM in the council room, Municipal Center, Phillips. Committee members present: Joe Perkins, Leon Namtzu and Bill McBain.

Others present: Lee V. Lamoreaux, Assistant Police Chief Lobermeier, Officer Holm, Police Chief Moore, Elvis Presley and Chuck Hahn.

The following are comments received under item agenda, Public Comment:

Mr. Hahn: I object to intense scrutiny of my tavern business and others, in the same line of work, by police officers. I am also concerned about motorists being harassed by police officers after midnight any given day of the week. Why are delivery trucks, parked on Lake Avenue for loading/unloading, drivers asked to move along by police officers? Mr. Perkins: These areas of Lake Avenue are not designated as loading/unloading zones.

Mr. Presley: I am concerned about speeders on Avon and Argyle Avenues. I am also concerned about the lack of a fence on the outside area of Harbor View Restaurant & Lounge where liquor and fermented malt beverages are served and sold. The police department should be staffed with a code officer who would be charged with following up on violations of the Municipal Code of the City of Phillips.

Mr. McBain: I am concerned about speeding in alleyways. The alley between Lake Avenue and Avon Avenue is utilized by some motorists at speeds up to 40 MPH.

Police Chief Moore: Department personnel are aware of speeding problems and address these problems with the manpower at department disposal.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mr. Namtzu to receive and place on file the minutes of the meeting held on April 25, 2001. Carried.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mr. Namtzu to recommend to the Common Council the services of a part time patrolman to fill the current full time job position vacated by the retirement of Officer Earl J. Denny, to be compensated at the pay rate of a full time officer. Carried.

Police Chief Moore has estimated between 1,500 to 1,600 part time hours available from June 1 through December 31, 2001.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mr. Namtzu to recommend to the Common Council the placement of an ad for part time patrolmen.  Carried.

Police Chief Moore stated that MOU-PD-45 (Child Abuse) will be added to the Department Policies and Procedures Manual. Chief Moore further stated that enforcement of laws related to tobacco possession by minors and retail firms selling tobacco products are being stringently adhered to.
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Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mr. Namtzu to recommend to the Common Council payment of invoices, as reviewed. Carried.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mr. Perkins to adjourn. Carried.
