Meeting Minutes

June 27, 2001

Chair Perkins called the meeting to order at 3:00 PM in the council room, Municipal Center, Phillips. Committee members present: Joe Perkins, Bill McBain and Mayor Corcilius. Mr. Namtzu, absent.

Others present: Lee V. Lamoreaux, Assistant Police Chief Lobermeier, Police Chief Moore, Officer Crepinsek, Renata Collins and Chuck Hahn.

The following comments were received during acknowledgement of visitors:

Mr. Hahn: I am concerned about frequent walk-throughs by police officers during evening hours, experienced by me and other tavern operators. I and others have noticed harassment of motorists on the road after midnight.

Police Chief Moore: Police activities occur during all hours of the day or night.

Mr. McBain: Police Chief Moore was asked by Police Committee members to allow more visibility of police officers and utilize walk-through patrols on a regular basis.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mr. Perkins to receive and place on file the minutes of the meeting held in May, 2001. Carried.

Mr. Abney, PES Principal, attended

the meeting at 3:35 PM.

Motion by Mr. Perkins, seconded by Mr. McBain recommending to the Common Council an amendment to Section 1.17, Parking Limitations, Traffic Code, Municipal Code of the City of Phillips, to not allow parking on the west side of Turner Street, between Flambeau Avenue and Elk Avenue, from the hours of 7:45 AM to 8:15 AM. Carried.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mr. Perkins to recommend to the Common Council the procedure for unloading/loading of security vehicles agreed to by officers of the Wells Fargo Bank Wisconsin, N.A., as follows: 1st parking stall south on Lake Avenue or 1st parking stall east on Cherry Street. Carried.

Police Chief Moore suggested the hire of a part time person to supervise the use of the skate board park. The skaters usually do not cause problems. Frequently those not skating, but hanging out, cause litter problems and property damage.

Committee members tabled consideration of proposed ordinance changes relating to tobacco possession by minors and tobacco sales to minors by retailers until more information is provided 
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by the police depart​ment on number of individuals cited during the past several months and other pertinent data.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mr. Perkins to recommend to the Common Council the appointments by Mayor Corcilius of Kevin M. Rose and Tod D. Kittel as part time patrolmen with the Phillips Police Department. Carried.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mr. Perkins to recommend to the Common Council the inclusion of MOU-PD-45, Child Abuse, into the Phillips Police Department Policies and Procedures Manual. Carried.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mr. Perkins to recommend to the Common Council payment of department invoices as reviewed. Carried.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mr. Perkins to adjourn. Carried.
